Agenda No.1:

Discussion on the letter received from Women’s College Unit of ACTA

RESOLUTION No.1:

A threadbare discussion took place in this matter in the light of the relevant government orders. The house expressed its deep concern regarding the attitude of the Principal, Women’s College, Silchar in respect of the promotion of the faculty members of the college. The ZEC expressed the view that there has already been inordinate delay on the part of the Principal of the concerned college in initiating the process of placement of the teachers in the next higher grade of pay. The house argued that that there is no ambiguity of language in the relevant government orders as has been claimed by the Principal of the college. The ZEC took serious note of the intentional delatory tactics adopted by the Principal, Women’s College for which the genuine claim of the teachers is being put into a state of uncertainty.

It was in this backdrop that the Zonal Executive Committee (ZEC) resolved that in the greater interest of the teachers, the Principal of the College be requested to take immediate step in initiating and completing the promotion related matters of the teachers by 15th of March, 2014, failing which, ACTA Cachar Zone will have no other recourse but to take up agitational course of actions. The house also resolved to urge upon the Central Executive Committee of ACTA to take up this issue with the Government. It was further resolved that President, Governing Body of Women’s College be also sent a copy of this resolution for intimation and necessary action.
