Memorandum regarding proposed changes in the guidelines for the M Phil/Ph D Programme.
Sir,


With profound respect we would like to submit before you that the proposed changes in the guidelines for the M Phil/Ph D Programme of Assam University are likely to collide with the interests of the teachers working in the affiliated provincialised colleges. 


We have learnt that the AUS authority is presently working on a new set of guidelines for the M Phil/Ph D Programme in sync with the UGC Regulation on the even subject dated 5 May 2016 which is expected to take effect from the current academic session.


As you are aware, quite a good number of teachers from the provincialised colleges affiliated to AUS enroll for M Phil/Ph D Programme every year. Under the existing system, teachers working in the permanent posts for five years in such colleges are given two concessions in the said Programme. They are exempted from the written entrance and the mandatory attendance in the classes of course work. In fact, in lieu of the class attendance, they are required to complete one additional assignment.


The second exemption is critically important for them as the NOC issued by the college authorities is subject to performing their normal duties in the workplace. Since the government of Assam is yet to take a policy decision in the matter of granting study leave for pursuing         M Phil/Ph D programme to the teachers of the provincialised colleges, any change of rules by the AUS authority making the class attendance in the Course Work mandatory will practically close the door of obtaining research degrees on them. This will, needless to say, hamper their career progression in a serious way.  

In view of the above, we would like to place the following three-point charter of demands before you for favour of kind consideration.

1. Exempt the teachers with five years of experience in the provincialised colleges affiliated to AUS from the mandatory attendance in the classes of the Course Work. As an alternative arrangement of collection of credit points they may be asked to complete a project/assignment etc in lieu of the classes. 

2. Exempt the teachers with five years of experience in the provincialised colleges affiliated to AUS from the C-RET.
3. Put in place the arrangement for 10 percent extra weights to the teachers with five years of experience in the provincialised colleges affiliated to AUS while drawing the merit list for selection.

We sincerely hope that you would consider our demands on merit and allow the ACTA its due space in the policy intervention in a matter having vital bearing on the intellectual career of the teachers working in the affiliated colleges of your university.
