Sir/Madam,

This is for your kind information that ACTA Cachar Zone attended a meeting convened by Dr. Bibhash Dev, CDC, Assam University, Silchar on 11th March, 2014 at S.M. Ali Sabhakaksha, AUS, which was chaired by Prof. Debasish Bhattacharjee, Pro-Vice Chancellor (Acad.). The said meeting was convened to discuss on the issues related to forthcoming even semester examinations schedule. The house unanimously resolved that examinations would be deferred due to Lok Sabha Elections. As such, the exam schedule may infringe the summer vacation slated to start from the 20th of May. However, ACTA agreed to participate in the examination process, if and only if the summer vacation is rescheduled. It was therefore resolved that examination (honours, pass and practical) would be completed by 30th of May. It was further resolved that summer vacation would commence from 1st of June (in place of 20th May) and will end on 10th of July (in place of 31st of June). The Chairperson assured the house the same would be placed before the Academic Council for its approval. However, a few days later, the Controller of Examinations (COE) notified that Even Semester examinations of UG level will commence from 22nd of April and will come to an end on 10th of May. However, the examination of 9th May was later on rescheduled on the 20th of May due to Rabindra Jayanti. 
In the light of the above, it needs mention here that as per the already declared schedule, summer vacation will commence from 20th of May. So naturally, the examination slated to be held on 20th of May will be on the first day of already declared summer vacation. Further, the practical examinations schedule will totally infringe upon our vacation schedule. As such, ACTA Cachar Zone urges upon the university authorities to reconsider the matter of rescheduling the summer vacation of its affiliated colleges as per the resolutions adopted in the meeting held on 11th March, 2014. ACTA Cachar Zone reiterates its Resolution adopted in an Emergent Extended Meeting held on 24th April, 2012, which stated that “the members of all ACTA units of Cachar Zone shall not participate in any works related to the Examinations, both theory and practical, during the course of the Summer Vacation starting on 20 May.” You are thereby requested to carry out this decision of ACTA Cachar Zone in letter and spirit.
