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Proceedings-cum-Resolutions of the Emergent Meeting of ACTA Cachar Zone held on 06 March 2013 at 11:00 AM in the premises of Radhamadhab College, Silchar with 
Dr. Chhaya Roy Kundu in the Chair
The Emergent Meeting of ACTA Cachar Zone began with the President of the Zone on the Chair. The Zonal President initiated the sole agenda of the meeting, that is, discussion on the decisions arrived at the meeting between ACTA delegation and Vice Chancellor, AUS. The Secretary of the Zone read out the memorandum submitted to the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor by the ACTA delegation on 02/03/2013. The house was appraised of the deliberations which took place between the Vice Chancellor and the ACTA delegation. A threadbare discussion was held on the point no.1 of the said memorandum, in which it was stated that:
1. “ACTA since long has placed the demand before the AUS authorities to increase their representation in the Academic Council. However, we have received no positive move from the university authorities in this end. As such, we once again reiterate our demand of increasing our representation and request you to initiate positive move in this regard.”
The President of the Zone informed the members present that the Vice Chancellor has proposed to incorporate two more members to the Academic Council of AUS as his Special Invitee. It was entrusted upon the Zonal Committee to select two new members and intimate him the same within 7 days. After prolonged discussion, a formula was promulgated regarding the selection of the two new members. First of all, the tenure of the two new members was fixed from March 2013 to September 2014. After which, two other members would again be selected whose tenure would be from October 2014 till September 2015/till the full tenure of the present Academic Council (whichever is earlier). When the new Academic Council will be formed in 2015, two other members as special invitee would then be sent to the same. But under no circumstances, two members would be nominated from the same unit. 

Secondly, the house unanimously resolved to nominate Sri Partha Sarathi Dey, Associate Professor & HOD Geology, G.C.College, Silchar and Dr. Devasree Dutta, Associate Professor & HOD History, Women’s College, Silchar as Special invitee of the Vice Chancellor to the Academic Council of Assam University, Silchar. As stated earlier, their tenure would be from March 2013 to September 2014. It was further resolved that after the completion of their tenure, the next set of members to the Academic Council of AUS would be from amongst Janata College, Kabuganj, Nehru College, Pailapool or MCD College, Sonai. This would allow all the seven colleges of Cachar Zone to have their representation in the said council.
Lastly, it was also resolved that while selecting the candidature of the Special invitee to the Academic Council, the principle of ‘one person one post’ (within the ambit of ACTA) is to be followed.

There being no other agenda for discussion, the meeting came to an end with vote of thanks to the Chair.
