After prolonged discussions on various agenda, the following resolutions were adopted in the meeting:

Resolution No. 1:

The Resolutions adopted in the 8th Annual Zonal Conference held on 12th July, 2012 at Radhamadhab College, Silchar was read out one by one by the Secretary of the Zone. It was resolved that the present ZEC within its purview shall take necessary steps to implement the resolutions adopted in the 7th Annual Zonal Conference and execute various issues raised by the delegates present in the conference. 
Resolution No. 2:

The House took stock of the Resolution about Punching Machine as adopted in the recently concluded 59th Annual Conference of ACTA held at Karimganj. After threadbare discussion, the House unanimously adopted the resolution that introduction of punching machine cannot be a precondition for the realization of our long standing demands. ACTA ought to abide by the special resolution on Punching Machine adopted at Karimganj. Further, this being an extended zonal meeting, all the seven units strongly voiced the opinion against the introduction of punching machine. Sri Samar Deb, ZEC Member from G.C. College, Silchar & Dr. Sima Ghosh, ZEC Member from Janata College, Kabuganj aired the view that the Central Executive Committee is not empowered to juggle or alter any decision adopted by the General House in Annual Conference. Further, the Zonal Secretary was entrusted to communicate the same to the President/Secretary of ACTA. 
Resolution No. 3:

Central Executive Member, Sri Chandan Paul Choudhury appraised the House about the issues discussed in the recently concluded CEC meeting held at Guwahati. Though he was unable to attend the said CEC meeting in person due to some personal problems, yet he collected necessary information over telephone and disseminated it. He also informed the House about the meeting of the ACTA steering committee with Honourable Education Minister on 14th of September, 2012. He informed that the House that the Education Minister has decided to introduce punching machine in all educational institutions of Assam from 1st January 2013. Therefore, the earlier stand of ACTA, that is, college teachers should not be singled out in the introduction of punching machine stands null and void now. He further said that the minister was positive towards many of the legitimate demands of ACTA. 
Resolution No. 4:

The two new members of Academic Council, Assam University, Silchar, Dr. Jashabanto Roy (Radhamadhab College, Silchar) and Sri Kabir Hussain (Cachar College, Silchar) were formally introduced and congratulated for this assignment. Both the members assured to work for the larger interest of the teaching community. Further, a letter duly signed by the President & Secretary of the Zone was handed over to each one of them. The copy of the said letter is enclosed below:
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Resolution No. 5:

A discussion was initiated on Resolution No.2 of the ACTA Unit Meeting of Janata College, Kabuganj held on 06/09/12 as received by the Zonal Secretary on 12/09/2012. To this, Secretary of the Zone informed the house about the prevailing condition of anarchy & mismanagement at Janata College, Kabuganj. He circulated the information on the basis of his visit to the said college along with CEC member Sri Chandan Paul Choudhury when the combined agitation of teachers & students were going on. Dr. Sima Ghosh, Sri Amal Kanti Sinha & Sri Subhas Chandra Nath spoke about at length about the precarious situation in their college for which they alleged their Principal Dr. Suprabir Dutta Roy. The house unanimously decided to form a four member enquiry committee. The said committee was empowered to have dialogue with the teachers. Students, Principal, Governing Body members and submit a report to the ZEC within 15 days of their visit. The house unanimously selected the four members of the enquiry committee:
