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Relevant Proceedings-cum-Resolutions of the Extended Meeting of ACTA Cachar Zone held on 26th of August 2013, Monday in the premises of G.C. College, Silchar at 11:30 A.M.

The Emergent Extended Meeting of ACTA Cachar Zone began with the President of the Zone on the Chair. The Zonal President initiated the Agenda No. 3 of the meeting, that is, “To discuss about academic and examination related matters of Assam University, Silchar.” The Secretary of Cachar Zone expressed deep anguish regarding the flouting of rules by a few spot evaluation zones in the process of evaluation. It was specifically mentioned by the Secretary that Principal, Karimganj College, Karimganj and Principal, R.S.Girl’s College, Karimganj in their capacity as Zonal Officers of their respective spot evaluation zones under Assam University, Silchar were found to act autocratically ignoring all the guidelines issued by the Controller of Examinations, Assam University, Silchar. It was observed that these two Zonal Officers also violated all rules and regulations of the evaluation procedure even during the last Even Semester examinations. The Secretary also informed the house that Karimganj College Unit of ACTA in its meeting on 31/01/2013, adopted a Resolution on this very issue, which was also sent to the Vice Chancellor and Controller of Examinations of Assam University, Silchar respectively. The Secretary read aloud Resolution No.3 adopted by Karimganj College Unit of ACTA on 31/01/13, which is stated below:
“In Karimganj College Zone, disregarding all established rules & norms the Zonal officer has done away with the system of scrutiny and no teacher has been appointed as scrutinizer. This is also against the advice of the University to teachers to maintain strict secrecy in the matter of examination related works. Most importantly the students are the worst sufferer and victim of the situation simply for dictatorial attitude on the part of the Zonal officer of Karimganj College Zone. Karimganj College Unit of ACTA therefore strongly demands that uniformity be maintained strictly in the matter of examination related works & functioning of each and every zone constituted for the examination related works under Assam University. If the scrutiny is an indispensible- part of examination process for other Zone under Assam University, the unit demands that it must be so for Karimganj College Zone too.”
The Secretary stated that the same matter was taken up by the Cachar Zonal Committee of ACTA with the University authorities. A delegation was sent by Cachar Zone which submitted a memorandum to the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor on 02/03/2013. The house was appraised that in Point No.5 of that memorandum, it was categorically stated that:

“It has come to our notice through two college units of ACTA, viz. Karimganj College, Karimganj and R.S. Girl’s College, Karimganj that the Evaluation Zones of the two colleges have floated rules and regulations when it came to scrutiny of evaluated answer scripts. The Zonal Officers of these two zones has done away with the system of scrutiny and no teachers were appointed as scrutinizers. The Zonal Officer themselves along with one or two teachers and office staff have performed the scrutiny of the answer scripts. This can be corroborated if the signatures on the mark foils as against the answer scripts evaluated in these two zones are checked. The matter was verbally brought to the notice of the office of the COE, but no steps were taken. Now, if this be the state of affairs, then the students will suffer miserably just for the high handedness of those Zonal Officers. Hence, we urge upon you to look into this matter at the earliest.” 

It was in this backdrop that that the role played by the above mentioned Zonal Officers came under severe scrutiny and criticism. The House alleged that evaluation procedure was not performed at these two zones as per the guidelines and stationary supplied by the office of the Controller of Examinations, Assam University, Silchar. Dr. Radhika Ranjan Bhattacharjee, Principal and Zonal Officer of Karimganj College Zone, Karimganj did not appoint any teacher as Head Examiner in any of the subjects. He rather got his monogram affixed on the marks foil of all the subjects evaluated in his zone in the space meant for ‘Signature of Head Examiner’. The members present expressed this as a highly illegal act performed by the Zonal Officer. It was further alleged that monogram can be affixed on the marks foil even by Grade IV staff on the direction of the Zonal Officer. The house failed to fathom the fact that how a man like Dr. Radhika Ranjan Bhattacharjee, who has got a bag full of experience perform such illegal and offensive task. The house also took note of the fact that though Principal, R.S. Girl’s College did not affix any monogram on the marks foil like his counterpart in Karimganj College Zone, but he also committed the same fallacy of not appointing Head Examiners.  
After threadbare discussion, the following resolutions were adopted:

1. It was resolved that the Secretary, ACTA Cachar Zone to take up this matter with Karmganj-Hailakandi Zone in general and ACTA Units of R.S. Girl’s College and Karimganj College in particular. 
2. The House further resolved that as this is a serious allegation where the future of many students would be at stake, hence a delegation of ACTA Cachar Zone should meet the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor, Assam University, Silchar immediately.

3. It was also resolved that demand should be made to scrap the rights of the present principals of R.S. Girl’s College, and Karimganj College to be Zonal Officers of the Spot Evaluation Zones in their respective colleges. The Vice Chancellor to be urged to appoint any other person from the teaching community of these colleges as Zonal Officers.
4. The members present resolved that the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor, Assam University, Silchar be urged upon to show cause such erring officials and to constitute a high level enquiry committee to enquire into the same, failing which the association may be compelled to launch a strong agitation and file a complaint with the Department of Education, Government of Assam.
