Subject: Some observations about use of Punching Machine in the Colleges of Cachar Zone.
Sir,

With due regards, we intend to state the following for your information and necessary guidance at the earliest. That Sir, as per Govt. Notification No.AHE/396/2012/46, dated 21/12/2012, the DHE, Assam has issued a notification on the use of punching machine in the colleges with effect from 1/1/2013. ACTA too has agreed to the implementation of the said notification in ‘letter and spirit’ vide notification dated 29/12/2012. Being an employee of the Government of Assam and a dedicated member of ACTA, I am bound to abide by the said notification.

However, the issue which we like to highlight in this regard is the implementation of the said notification ‘in letter and spirit’. The OSD to the Higher Education Department, Govt. of Assam in point No. 2 of its Notification dated 21/12/2012 specifically stated that “The Principal shall take steps to install bio-metric equipment as per models recommended by the AMTRON & approved by the Govt. of Assam as communicated vide the DHE’s letter No. G(B)Misc.66/2012/94 dated 15/12/2012. The Principal, the Vice-Principal and the teacher representative of the Teacher’s association of the concerned college shall jointly select any of the approved models for the college.” 

In the light of the above, we would intend to state that the punching machine installed by the Principals of the 7 colleges within our zone has been purchased by them alone without consulting the Vice-Principal and Teacher’s representative of ACTA unit of that respective college and that too long ahead of 15/12/2012. Some even purchased it way back in 2011. Now, the Govt. of Assam, vide its letter No.G (B)Misc.66/2012/94, dated 15/12/2012 has specified certain AMTRON recommended models which are to be purchased and installed. Now the Principals of not only of Cachar zone but also of Karimganj-Hailakandi Zone installed that very machine which they purchased prior to 15/12/12 and gave in writing that as per Govt. order No. AHE/396/2012/46, dated 21/12/2012 all teachers are bound to register their attendance in the punching machine. The Principals are proudly proclaiming that their machines are far more superior than those recommended by AMTRON. 
On the 6th of January, 2013, the Principals of the colleges under the jurisdiction of Assam University, Silchar met in a meeting at N.C. College, Badarpur. They have resolved to write a letter to DHE Assam to certify that the machines purchased by them are at par with those recommended by Govt. of Assam and approved by AMTRON. In the meantime, like many other units in Assam, the Unit of N.C. College, Badarpur falling under the jurisdiction of Karimganj-Hailakandi Zone too had resolved not to use the earlier purchased punching machine until the govt approved & AMTRON recommended machine is purchased and installed. However, all of a sudden, the Principal of the said college on 7/1/2013 suddenly showed the teachers of his college a letter written by AMTRON, in which AMTRON gave its approval on the usage of their machine. On asking, the Principal replied that he had written a letter to AMTRON citing the specifications of the machine which he purchased much ahead of 15/12/12. As a reply to his letter, AMTRON has certified it. Now common sense cannot take this story to be true. By showing that letter, which we doubt to be ‘false’, the principal of N.C. College, Badarpur has compelled all to use that machine from 8/1/2013. SIR, PLEASE CLARIFY IT WITH DHE, ASSAM OR GOVT OF ASSAM WHETHER IT IS POSSIBLE TO GET VERIFICATION LETTERS FROM AMTRON IN THIS MANNER FOR THE OLD MACHINES. 
In Radhamadhab College, the old machine installed is not accepting the punch of 3 persons, still the Principal is insisting that the machine is in conformity with AMTRON. Similar is the case in all the other colleges within our zone. All these have led to divisions within the teaching fraternity, which ultimately in the long run will be detrimental in the interest of the unity of ACTA. The Principals are blatantly violating Govt. Notification dated 15/12/2012, 21/12/2012 & 24/12/2012 and so stringent action should be taken by the Govt against them. Moreover as the machine is not under lock and key, so we apprehend that the data can also be manipulated by many. Please look into the matter with seriousness and issue us guidance at the earliest so that the pristine unity and solidarity of ACTA could be preserved.
