Subject: Memorandum from ACTA Cachar & Karimganj-Hailakandi Zone
Sir,

At the very outset, the Cachar and Karimganj-Hailakandi Zonal committee of Assam College Teachers’ Association (ACTA) extends you belated wishes of the New Year. Further, the association on behalf of the college fraternity would like to express thanks for declaring the UG Results within the stipulated time of 45 days. We would further appreciate your stand in adhering to the set schedule of semester examinations. It is in the backdrop of the positive environment created by you, we intend to place on record some of our observations, which we believe would go a long way to fostering a congenial relationship between the university and the colleges. 
1. ACTA since long has placed the demand before the AUS authorities to increase their representation in the Academic Council. In this regard, we express our thanks for including four college teachers (2 each from the 2 zones) as Special Invitee to the Academic Council. We would further request you to make this arrangement permanent by initiating the process of including it in the university statute. 
2. ACTA has proposed for a Uniform Academic Calendar throughout the state of Assam. The Government of Assam has also adopted a very positive attitude in this respect. The association since the last three years has been trying to achieve this goal by holding series of discussions with Gauhati University, Dibrugarh University, Assam Higher Secondary Education Council (AHSEC), Board of Secondary Education (SEBA) and a number of Students’ Association. In this regard we would like to draw your kind attention to the meeting held between you and ACTA on 2nd March, 2013, wherein we had raised this issue. We express our thanks for your positive approach in this regard. It was indeed a matter of great honour when we found that acting upon our prayer, you have sought the opinion of the Principals and the faculty members on a draft academic calendar. The entire college teaching fraternity was of high hope that the new academic calendar for UG section would be implemented from the 2014-15 academic session. However, this euphoria evaporated last December when the colleges were circulated the old academic calendar without incorporating any of the changes as discussed. This has resulted in an atmosphere of despair and resentment among the college teachers. As such, we urge upon you to give serious attention to this demand of the college teaching community. We are confident that your positive intervention would definitely help to resolve this issue at the earliest. 
3. It has come to our notice through two college units of ACTA, viz. Karimganj College, Karimganj and R.S. Girl’s College, Karimganj that the Evaluation Zones of the two colleges have flouted rules and regulations when it came to scrutiny and head examining of evaluated answer scripts. However, due to the constant monitoring by the COE & DR (Exams), Zonal Officer of Karimganj College Zone has done the exam related works as per rules in the last odd semester examination. However, Zonal Officer of R.S. Girl’s College, Karimganj has done away with the process of head examining the answer scripts. We thus reiterate our demand of taking stern action against such erring officials for whom the future of the students would be at stake. 
4. Sir, may we request you to take initiative for publishing Model Questions for the UG courses of study, so that it becomes both easy for the students and teachers to tackle the question pattern. As regards question setting and moderation, we would urge upon you to select the teachers on rotation basis. The same set of teachers involved in this confidential process also mars the sanctity of the system. We further request you to appoint proper set of evaluators based on their specialization and not just the mere number of years he/she has offered in the service. 
5. Sir, the TA given to the college teachers for performing exam related works in the office of the COE has not been revised since long. The TA which is given now fails to meet the real expenses incurred for purchase of fuel for visiting the university and going back to the headquarters. Hence, we would request you to revise it, if feasible. Moreover, we would like to draw your kind attention to the fact that a large number of college teachers are involved in the process of Marksheet verification/comparing during every semester. As per existing rules, Rs.2/- per marksheet of only fresh candidates are given. But the fact is that the volume of marksheets of the back papers are 3 times than that of the fresh candidates. So we urge upon to look in to this matter. 
6. We further request you to increase the holiday from one day to two days on the occasion of Id & Christmas.
ACTA feel that the main mantra for proper implementation of semester system lies in continuous interaction among teachers, students and policy makers. We fervently hope that Assam University authorities under your able guidance would give due weightage to our observations and thereby pave the way for a congenial atmosphere.
