PROCEEDINGS CUM RESOLUTION OF THE EMERGENT EXTENDED MEETING OF ZEC, CACHAR (ACTA) HELD ON 10TH OF JANUARY 2013 IN THE PREMISES OF RADHAMADHAB COLLEGE, SILCHAR WITH Dr. CHHAYA ROY KUNDU IN THE CHAIR
RESOLUTION No.1:

The House took stock of the Special Resolution on Punching Machine as adopted in the recently concluded 59th Annual Conference of ACTA held at Karimganj and also about the Raha Convention. After threadbare discussion, the House unanimously registered its strong anguish in being led down at the Raha Convention. The members present also raised the issue of the necessity in convening the Raha Convention when a unanimous resolution in this regard was adopted at Karimganj. Further, the members who represented their units and zone in Raha also voiced dissatisfaction as regards the manner in which the said convention was organized. The members felt that a crucial issue like that of the introduction of punching machine could not have been resolved by means of a monosyllable reply but rather ought to have been debated thoroughly. However, after registering our anguish, we being dedicated members of ACTA, decided to abide by the decisions arrived at Raha convention of 29/12/2012. 
Further, as per DHE letter No.G(B)Misc.66/2012/94, dated 15/12/2012, and letter No.G(B)Misc.66/2012/97, dated 24/12/2012  we have been directed to follow in ‘letter & spirit’ Govt. Notification No. AHE/396/2012/42, dated 15/12/2012 and Govt. Notification No. AHE/396/2012/42, dated 15/12/2012 respectively. Being employees of the Government of Assam, we are bound to abide by the said Government orders in ‘letter & spirit’. The OSD to the Higher Education Department, Govt. of Assam in point No. 2 of its Notification dated 21/12/2012 specifically stated that “The Principals shall take steps to install bio-metric equipment as per models recommended by the AMTRON & approved by the Govt. of Assam as communicated vide the DHE’s letter No. G(B)Misc.66/2012/94 dated 15/12/2012. The Principals, the Vice-Principal and the teacher representative of the Teacher’s association of the concerned college shall jointly select any of the approved model for the colleges.”
In the light of the above, we would intend to state that after observation it has been revealed that the punching machine installed in the colleges of Cachar Zone by the respective Principals are not in conformity with that as directed by the Govt. of Assam and is also not recommended by AMTRON. Again, the said machine installed by the Principals has not been purchased jointly along with the Vice-Principal and Teacher’s representative of ACTA unit of the colleges. Hence, the machine purchased by them from unreliable vendors cannot be taken to be reliable in recording the attendance. This also amounts to defying the orders of the Govt. of Assam.

As such, the house resolved to refrain from using the present punching machine installed by the Principals in the 7 units under Cachar Zone from 12/01/2013 and continue marking the arrival & departure in the manual attendance register until the AMTRON recommended & Govt. approved machine is purchased and installed in the mode as recommended as per the Govt. notification. dated 15/12/2012 & 21/12/2012 and DHE letter dated 24/12/2012. In this regard, the house also resolved to abide by the Resolution No.2 as adopted in the Raha Convention of ACTA, dated 29/12/2012 (Copy enclosed). Thus, the house unanimously resolved to urge upon the Principals to purchase the AMTRON recommended & Govt. approved machine jointly along with the Vice-Principal and the teacher representative of the Teachers’ association of the concerned college so that we can abide by the Government orders at the earliest. 

RESOLUTION No.2:

The members present in the emergent extended meeting also unanimously resolved to urege upon the principals to provide proper infrastructal facilities in the colleges so that it could be possible on the part of the college teachers to spend the UGC stipulated time of 6 hours 40 minutes in the college campus. The house resolved to urge upon the central committee of ACTA to take up this pertinent issue with the Government in its truest stride.

RESOLUTION No.3:

The house further resolved that a joint convention of Cachar, Karimganj-Hailakandi Zone and other zones or units which decided to abide by the Karimganj Conference resolution on punching machine. The Secretary was given the responsibility of exploring the possibilities of the joint convention at the earliest in which the President and General Secretary should also be invited. The Secretary was further entrusted to take up this matter with the central committee of ACTA.
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
